Memorandum of Understanding between ASP and AANC

2009 Annual Meeting / Conference Collaboration


ASP and AANC wish to coordinate their 2009 annual meetings / conferences in order to facilitate outreach and interchange by attracting a broader range of participants.  ASP’s annual meeting and professional-oriented conference is 9/14-16 at the Airport Westin Hotel in  Millbrae, CA, preceded by educator-oriented workshops and presentations on the weekend of 9/12-13.  AANC will hold its amateur and public-oriented meeting at the same location on the same weekend.
Specifically, we have agreed to the following:

1. ASP will enable AANC participants to register through the ASP registration system at a fee of $39.95 per adult registrant for two day (Saturday and Sunday) attendance, which is the same amount as the ASP registration fee.  AANC attendees would then be able to attend the AANC events on Saturday and Sunday, and the SETI presentation on Sunday.  They would need to pay extra for the conference and proceedings.

2. AANC will donate to ASP the first $500 in  registration and merchandise sales less conference expenses,  The cost of award plaques will not be considered a conference expense
3. AANC will donate to ASP 50% of any net registration proceeds in excess of $1500.
4. ASP will promote AANC as a conference co-sponsor with a logo and link to our web site, provide space on ASP’s meeting website for AANC content and links, and assist in formatting the content to integrate with the look and feel of ASP’s site.
5. ASP will provide AANC use of the ASPEN conference room from 08:00 to 20:00 on Saturday, 9/12 and 08:00 to 14:00 on Sunday, 9/13.  Included will be Westin Hotel-provided room setup and A/V services to include a video projector, screen, flip chart, and internet connectivity.
6. AANC will provide free access by ASP registrants to all AANC sessions, booths, raffle and other events.

7. To facilitate coordination, ASP will give AANC a seat on the Fall Meeting Steering Committee, which includes members from all the major participants, and a seat on the Local Organizing Committee, which makes connections to local attendees, arranges volunteers, and promotes the event locally
